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1. WM, 64-year-old woman with eye drainage consistent with conjunctivitis, treated with eye drops. The patient was happy with the care and is doing much better. No issues reported.

2. TT, 52-year-old with cough, vomiting, and congestion. The patient had a full workup of course for COVID, total gamut of swab testing and chest x-ray as well as CT of the chest and CT of the abdomen because of her symptoms that were all negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis and sent home with azithromycin. The patient liked Dr. English and his thoroughness very much, she tells me.

3. LJ, 54-year-old woman with flu-like symptoms. Workup negative. Treated with azithromycin, 90% better. Dr. English was “fabulous,” she states. Workup and treatment appropriate.
4. FM, 50-year-old woman comes in with headache. Blood pressure stable, but she states she has been out of blood pressure medicine for a week or two. She wanted a refill on her medication. The medications lisinopril and hydrochlorothiazide were refilled. The patient did not answer the phone. The patient also has issues with schizophrenia and lots of psych issues.
5. RW, is a 39-year-old gentleman who presents with flu-like symptoms, chest pain, shortness of breath, abnormal EKG, H&H 6 and 17 almost not consistent with life, potassium of 1.9, issues with renal failure. Dr. English talked to him twice, told him that he was going to die if he did not do anything about it, but he left our facility against medical advice and we are hoping he showed up somewhere else. I called him twice before dictating these notes and he did not answer. Hopefully, he is in a hospital somewhere getting the help he needs, but the workup and the approach and the discussion were appropriate and documented well.

6. PG, is an 11-year-old young man status post fall with wrist pain, buckle fracture of the radius noted. Treated appropriately. Sent to orthopedist. Mother was happy with the care received.

7. KD, is a 23-year-old with rash all over her body. She has been treated with Pepcid, Benadryl, and steroids. She came back for a followup 95% improved and no more medications were given, to continue with what she had left and she was happy with the care received in the emergency room.
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
