This is an 81-year-old gentleman with a history of bladder cancer status post multiple TURBTs in the past as well as history of prostate cancer with a recent CT of the chest showing lung nodule and it is consistent with bilateral pulmonary nodule consistent with metastatic disease.

The patient also has brain metastasis, has undergone whole brain radiation and recently received atezolizumab x 5.
It was noted the recent workup has shown quite aggressive cancer with metastatic disease associated with weight loss, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient also has bony metastasis, anemia, and anorexia. The recent lung metastasis proved to be small cell cancer. The patient is no longer a candidate for any chemo or radiation therapy. It was decided to place the patient on hospice with increased pain, weight loss, anemia and other multiple issues that were noted. Overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient most likely has less than six months to live and is very much hospice appropriate. He has a KPS score of 40% and most likely will die within six months.
