The patient also suffers from angina, protein-calorie malnutrition, spinal stenosis, chronic constipation, interstitial lung disease, irritable bowel syndrome, hyperlipidemia, lumbar radiculopathy, neoplasm of the omentum. Given the patient’s current findings, most likely has less than six months to live. He is obtunded, difficulty to arouse at times. KPS score is hovering between 30% and 40%. I would say 40% at this time. Overall, prognosis is quite poor. He is not expected to recover from multiple medical issues and problems and expected to die within the next six months, hence the patient is hospice appropriate and we will continue hospice care at this time.
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
