This is a 72 gentleman currently on hospice with history of heart failure. The patient has low ejection fraction, multiple pressure ulcers nonhealing and also has a gangrenous right hand lesion because of severe peripheral vascular disease. He has a PEG tube. He sleeps now 14 to 16 hours a day, requires change in his position every two hours to reduce pressure on bony prominences. He has ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, KPS score of 40% and short of breath requires oxygen at all times, expected to do poorly with evidence of JVD and pedal edema, most likely has less than six months to live, remains hospice appropriate and suffers from cardiac cachexia related to his endstage CHF as well.
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
