The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Gary described that overall he is doing better, but he was supposed to go for MRI, but it was not approved by the insurance and they want to see the old report, but he does not know where to get the old report although he was concerned about his recurrent headaches, but his dizziness is not there. He has been suffering from several medical issues including autonomic dysnomia, lumbosacral pain, pain in cervical region, migraine headache, and period of dizziness. He has been seen by cardiologist, primary care physician, neurologist, and also seen by neurologist, but he did not get any report from the neurologist. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. The patient was given insight into his difficulty and also encouraged that he should discuss with the staff to get the report. The patient was cooperative and attentive. There was no irritability or agitation. Judgment and insight is improved. The patient was provided support and redirection. He is on bupropion XL 150 mg daily and taking medications in the morning. He also indicated that he has been through the Optima Health, he got 90-day supply of the medication, but he has been having problem getting another medications. He will try to do that. The patient was provided support and encouraged for the compliance and discuss the problem with his physician about his irregularity and report to which he has agreed. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
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
