The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenka is a 75-year-old married Caucasian female seen for followup. The patient has history of major depressive disorder with fear of panic attack. She has been showing significant change since her medication was started. She has not shown any somatic difficulties, sleeping good and eating good. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion, getting along well with her. Often, she does babysitting for her grandkids. There was no side effect of the medication. She believes that medication is working and she would like to continue with the same treatment.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, no panic attack, sometimes period of overwhelming and anxiety.

PLAN: Continue Cymbalta 20 mg daily and Klonopin 0.5 mg daily on a p.r.n. basis. A 30-day supply of medication was ordered.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
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
