Dear Mr. Thwaites:

This is a followup for Joyce comes accompanied with husband.  Prior kidney abnormalities at the time of antiinflammatory agent exposure.  Since the last visit in April she follows with podiatry for severe neuropathy.  Vitamins were given, but that is not working.  No ulcers or claudication.  She has obesity.  Denies any falls.  Extensive review of systems done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  No further antiinflammatory agents.  On diabetes and cholesterol management.  Takes metoprolol and diuretics.  She has a history of prior breast cancer on the right-sided status post lumpectomy.
Physical Exam:  Blood pressure runs normal.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Varicose veins.  Today no major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries in July.  Normal kidney function.  Mild anemia.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, albumin and calcium.  GFR in the upper 50s close to 60.  Normal B12.  Normal iron saturation.  Low normal ferritin.
Assessment and Plan:  Present kidney function is very close to normal.  She is not exposed to antiinflammatory agents anymore.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  Continue diabetes cholesterol management.  Other chemistries are very nice and stable.  At this moment I am going to go standby.  If any changes please let me know.  We will make a followup.  Otherwise no followup given.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
