CC: Followup on Haldol.

HPI: A 94-year-old gentleman with progression of dementia to moderate stage has been on Haldol 0.25 mg receiving a dose at 4 p.m. and 7 p.m. It is equivocal weather there has been benefit. He has still had some issues of getting up at night 10 o’clock generally and wanting to know what the activity is that he should be doing and wanting to know where everybody is and then gets angry when he is told that it is bedtime. He has had no adverse effect with the Haldol and I spoke with his son Larry Lovelace who is a physician and talked to him about the Haldol and the reason it was started and that I felt that we needed to be increased for benefit and he was in agreement. He then tells me that his father calls every night and calls all three of his sons in rotation wanting to know where his wife is asking them where is the mother I cannot find her and they have to then go through the whole thing each night that she has passed on and he wants to know how to get to the funeral home, etc. and he said it is the same routine every evening and it is difficult to get him off the phone. Today, I also saw him sitting in his room with the wad of cash. There were couple of $100 bills and I asked him what he was doing with that and he told me he had been gambling and that is how he wanted. When I asked who it was and he said he could not tell because they get mad because there were losers. I related this to his son who then told me that they actually rotate amongst themselves taking her father out for a few hours one day or week to the casino because he has always been a good gambler and craps player and so the money that he had today some of it was won playing craps. The patient has a safe in his room and I saw staff afterwards and asked him to make sure that the money was put away safely. So back to the issue of the patient calling his son’s randomly through the night in search of his deceased wife, Tom is okay and speaking on behalf of his brothers for the increase Haldol to see if that will decrease these behaviors. 
DIAGNOSES: Moderately advanced unspecified dementia, HTN, CAD, GERD, insomnia, depression, seasonal allergies, and myalgias/arthralgias.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/14/24.
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ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated in his room. He was alert and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/72, pulse 70, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, and O2 sat 96%.

CARDIAC: He has in a regular rhythm at a regular rate without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates with the use of a walker. He has had no recent fall at least in the last couple of weeks and has a generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength.

NEURO: Orientation x 1 to 2. His speech is clear. He is limited in information he can give. It is tangential without realizing it. Affect, he smiles and can be pleasant, but then he can flip and get agitated quickly.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Moderately advanced dementia with behavioral issues. I am increasing Haldol at 4 p.m. to 0.5 mg and at 7 p.m. to 1 mg. I am also requesting that his Ambien be dosed about 7:30 p.m. and hopefully we will see whether this decreases the behavioral issues of calling his sons throughout the evening.
