CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 85-year-old seen today to review annual labs. She was actually down playing Bingo and she was in good spirits. Overall no change when she was seen last week.
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia moderate, BPSD she does resist care when it comes to showering and overall personal care, DM-II, HTN, severe OA of both knees, and history of DVT with PE on Xarelto.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged her note last week.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Mechanical soft with NCS and chopped meat.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seen in activities room. She was pleasant and interactive. She understands given information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 168/73, pulse 82, temperature 97.4, respirations 17, and weight 225.4 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review. WBC count of 3.8 slightly low from baseline low end of normal 3.98 and this has decreased from 4.8 on 12/20/23. H&H are WNL at 12.7/38.0 with normal indices and platelet count WNL at 225k.
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2. CMP review, all is WNL with the exception of mildly suppressed total protein of 6.1 which should be at minimum 6.4. Just remind the patient about protein in her diet, but it is an improvement from 5.9 which it was on 12/26/23.
3. DM-II. A1c is 6.2 which is an improvement from 6.3 at last check. Continue with current medications.
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
