CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 71-year-old gentleman seen in the game room. He was playing Bingo and feeling good about it as I think he won. He was cooperative to being seen and in good spirits. 
DIAGNOSES: Advance Parkinson’s disease, gait instability uses a walker and has an electric wheelchair for distance, neurogenic bladder, hypertension, overactive bladder, and nocturnal anuresis.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note one week ago.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and attentive when seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/90, pulse 72, temperature 97.2, respirations 16, and weight 172.2 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He was ambulating with his walker. He appeared to be doing quite well steady and upright. No lower extremity edema. His rigidity appeared to be mild. No freezing observed.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. His affect was bright. He can ask questions and understands given information. Affect congruent with situation.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review, essentially all WNL. There were few minor abnormalities as far as percentage in distribution, otherwise not significant.
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2. CMP review. BUN and creatinine elevated at 28.7 which I told him indicated he needed to drink more water and he said he does not like doing that because then it seems to give him more edema or make him have to urinate more. Otherwise, other labs were WNL.

3. Hyperlipidemia. The patient is on Lipitor 20 mg q.d. and T-chol was 157.3 with HDL and LDL 56 and 85, so they were all within their target range.
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
