CC: Sore throat and falls.
HPI: A 74-year-old female with advanced Parkinson’s disease, seen today in room. Her daughter/POA Tabitha was present. The patient had some falls last week and has had a couple this week with skin tear on one, but otherwise no injury. Tabitha states falls occur when she has a UTI usually. She has not had a fall in three days at this time. The patient also brings up that her throat is sore and that she has phlegm. She is able to bring some of it up and it has been yellow in color. She denies fevers or chills. The patient’s baseline again is advanced Parkinson’s disease.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Parkinson’s, gait instability with falls, restless legs syndrome, HTN, HLD, anxiety disorder, glaucoma, hypothyroid, and chronic pain.
MEDICATIONS: Amantadine 100 mg q.d., Norvasc 5 mg at noon, Sinemet 25/100 mg two tabs at 6 p.m., three tabs at 6 a.m., 10 a.m. and 2 p.m., Latanoprost eye drops one in left eye at h.s., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., lisinopril 40 mg q.a.m., Toprol 50 mg 5 p.m., ropinirole 0.5 mg h.s, Crestor 10 mg q.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., and trimethoprim 100 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: Multiple – see chart.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
DIET: NAS.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, seated in apartment.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/55, pulse 66, temperature 96.9, respiratory rate 18, O2 sat 95%, and weight 124 pounds.

HEENT: Sclerae clear. Nares patent. Oropharynx is red and edematous without exudate.  No LAD.

RESPIRATORY: She has a normal effort. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She gets fidgety. She was having tremor of her upper extremity; sometimes it can appear exaggerated or intentional and then abated. She ambulates independently in her room holding onto things outside of the room. She uses her walker. No lower extremity edema.
NEUROLOGIC: She makes eye contact. Speech clear. She can give information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pharyngitis. Levaquin 500 mg p.o. q.d. x 7 and Chloraseptic throat spray to be used q.i.d. p.r.n. and she can keep it in the room.

2. Falls. We will get a UA with C&S to rule out UTI. She did have an order for it on 08/16/2024, unable to find that specimen.
