CC: Urinary incontinence and a fall, asks about PT.
HPI: A 78-year-old female with MS who is wheelchair-bound, propels herself around and self-transfers without difficulty. She is seen today at her request. The patient states that she has been having falls in her room. The issue of PT was brought up and I told her it is certainly something she could have.  She states that she thinks it might be of help. She has not had it in sometime. The patient also has urinary incontinence and she does not see that oral medications had been of benefit. She wakes up in the morning with her bed soaked and states she has to wash sheets daily and feels bad for the laundry people and just kind of at her wit’s end. I mentioned the PureWick System and Googled it for her and showed it to her. She was interested in it and we found the number to call for further information so wrote it down for her and she said she is going to look into it this evening. I did contact her stepson/POA Stephen and left information for him on the phone about my discussion with Barbara and her interest in the PureWick System. So we will see. He has been very diligent in calling and seeing what she needs, so will speak to him at another time.
DIAGNOSES: Multiple sclerosis relapsing and remitting, unspecified dementia without BPSD, HTN, GERD, gait instability with falls and is wheelchair dependent. History of depression. Hyperlipidemia.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg ER one tablet 8 a.m., 2 p.m. and 8 p.m., Norvasc 5 mg q.d., Abilify 2 mg q.d., Lipitor 10 mg h.s., benazepril 20 mg q.d., Cymbalta 60 mg h.s., Pepcid 40 mg h.s., Toprol 50 mg b.i.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., MVI q.d., Timolol eye drops OU b.i.d., and Detrol 2 mg b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: ZOCOR and AMBIEN.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

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DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient alert, propelling self around in a manual wheelchair.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/56, pulse 78, temperature 97.5, respiratory rate 18, and weight 192 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She propels her manual wheelchair. Self transfers and has had some falls in doing that. No lower extremity edema.
NEUROLOGIC: She is alert, makes eye contact. Speech clear. Voices needs. Understands given information and she showed some initiative today in getting more information than what she was looking for.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Falls. The patient requests PT. I am writing for PT through Home Health if she has it. If not, we will request it through Focus on Function.

2. Urinary incontinence: gave her phone number for further information on PureWick and message left for POA regarding her interest in this issue. We will just use the remaining Detrol and make a determination where we go from here.
