CC: Left shoulder pain.
HPI: A 93-year-old female seen in the room. She complains of left shoulder pain that has been ongoing for some time. She has had no fall or other trauma. The patient has a left-sided pulmonary malignancy and she has some subQ progression with an infiltrate on the left side of her neck and the shoulder area. Whether this is involved in the pain she describes is unclear. She has had no falls. She is right-hand dominant, in a wheelchair that she propels using both her arms and her feet.
DIAGNOSES: Lung cancer with infiltrates into the subcutaneous and intramuscular tissue on the left side of her chest wall, neck and left cheek. Intermittent SOB with continuous O2 per NC, HTN, acute on chronic CHF, and ASCVD.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg ER one cap q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Banophen 50 mg h.s., Coreg 25 mg b.i.d., hydralazine 50 mg t.i.d., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., NaCl 1 gram tab two tablets b.i.d., MVI q.d., and Detrol 2 mg b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: IODINE and LATEX.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/66, pulse 68, temperature 98.4, respiratory rate 18, and weight 121 pounds.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear without cough and symmetric excursion.

NEUROLOGIC: Oriented x 3. Clear coherent speech. Can give information.
She does not seem to make any connection between the infiltration occurring on the left side of her chest wall and shoulder related to her left shoulder pain. She is right-hand dominant. She can still use her left arm to some extent to propel her wheelchair, but states that it hurts and it did not use to and has good grip strength in that limb. No lower extremity edema. Palpation of her left shoulder anterolateral, there is soreness to palpation of the suprascapular and basically all the muscle groups around the shoulder blade.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left shoulder pain. Ordered x-ray and told her I will review it with her when available.

2. Pain management. Norco 5/325 mg one-half tablet p.o. a.m. and h.s. routine and q.6h. p.r.n.
