The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2022.  The patient was sitting in the park of a military truck.  The military truck rolled over.  The patient tells me that he hit the head on to the back pack and also hit front of the head.  He also hit the back of the head against railing.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for about five seconds.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient tells me that he had head pain for the next several days and confused for the next several days.

In 2022, the patient was in Camp Pendleton.  There was another episode in a physical training.  The patient tells me that he was slumped on to the ground.  The patient tells me that he hit the back of the head and he slump on to the ground on physical training.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for about a minute.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe head pain.
Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient has frequent dizziness.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus.  The patient tells me that his memory become very poor.

The patient is currently in school now.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to focus and concentrate in school.  He tells me that he has significant headaches.  It is affecting his concentration and focus.  The patient is not able to get good grades in school.

The patient also significant headaches, dizziness, memory loss, difficulty concentration, difficulty focus, and mood changes.
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
