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Echocardiographic Report

Please note that this patient was very-very difficult to image in various structures could not be well recorded. Please correlate echocardiographic finding clinically.

Final Interpretation:

1. Mild left ventricular systolic dysfunction. Ejection fraction 50%.
2. Proximal half of the septum is severely hypokinetic. Other area contracting normally.

3. Mild to moderate left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.
4. Mild mitral annular classification.
5. Mild left atrial enlargement.
6. Mild ascending aorta aneurysm. Ascending aorta diameter 3.9 cm.
7. Trivial mitral regurgitation.
8. The patient had a TAVR three years ago. No aortic stenosis noted. The mean gradient across the aortic valve is 3 mmHg.
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
