HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a nonverbal, autistic child and mother has brought her in for evaluation. Mother states that she works at a daycare and there are many sick children and the mother was sick last week and thinks she passed something onto her daughter. There is a COVID flu going around and she wants to have her daughter checked because she is nonverbal and it is hard for her to express symptoms, but her mother notes that the child has been having temperatures with a T-max of 102 the last two days and has not been eating well. No shortness of breath or difficulty swallowing noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Extensive, see chart.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Multiple tubes placed in ears, currently still present.
ALLERGIES: AUGMENTIN EYE DROPS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No report of secondhand smoke exposure in the house noted.
Labs performed in the office – strep and COVID – both are negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: No acute distress noted.
EENT: Eyes are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears with mild erythema to the canals bilaterally. No tympanic membrane bulging. Nose has clear rhinorrhea, thick copious amounts. Throat – mild erythema to the pharynx. No tonsillar exudate noted. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple without thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.

DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection. Strep pharyngitis. Cough. Postnasal drip.
PLAN: We will treat with Bromfed and amoxicillin. The patient is advised to follow up as needed. The patient discharged in a stable condition.
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
