Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This is a 67-year-old male who used to smoke when he was younger. He smoked one pack per day for almost 40 years but quit 20 years ago. He drinks alcohol socially.

He is allergic to latex.

SYMPTOMS: The patient comes here with history of extreme weakness at times. He says he works at Walmart Auto Department and after he finishes his shift he gets tired this is going on for last six months.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of hypertension for last 20 plus years. The patient also has BPH that is benign prostatic hypertrophy. He is on tamsulosin. He also has atrial fibrillation for which he is on Eliquis. The patient now is here because his recent lab showed his hemoglobin to be 11.1 and hematocrit was 32.9.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 67-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 185 pounds, and blood pressure 140/86.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.
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Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His CBC in March showed hemoglobin of 12.1, hematocrit was 35.7, and MCV was 101.4. At that time, his rest of the CBC and CMP was unremarkable. He had another CBC on June 18, which showed WBC of 4.8, hemoglobin 11.1, hematocrit was 32.9, MCV 101.2, rest of the CBC was unremarkable, B12 was normal, and folic acid was normal.
DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia macrocytic.

2. The patient had history of DVT. He is on Eliquis now. He also has atrial fibrillation.

3. Easy bruisability. The patient had several bruises all over the upper and lower extremities.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, reticulocyte count, LDH level, B12 and folate level again and serum iron as well. We will try to figure out why he is anemic most likely it could be because he is on anticoagulation and he frequently bumps into stuff and bleeds in the skin and that might be one of reason. Nonetheless, we try to figure it out.
