Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This 86-year-old male comes here for evaluation today. He smoked one pack per day for about 20 years. He does not smoke anymore. Alcohol only socially. He is allergic to penicillin. He had shortness of breath when he took penicillin many years ago. The patient is not very cooperative and he does not want significant workup. However, he is willing to have a blood work done as well as treat his prostate cancer, which seems to be evident from his progressively PSA, which is going up. The patient also has history of diabetes for last 20 years and history of hypertension. He is on Lantus insulin. He is also on lisinopril and atorvastatin. He takes tamsulosin for his BPH. He also has history of pacemaker.

At Dr. Sears’s office, he has had PSA level done and last level was in excess of 21 and that is the reason for the referral.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is very pleasant 86-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall, weighing 178 pounds, and blood pressure 152/89.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Elevated PSA possibly from prostate cancer.

2. Long-standing diabetes.

3. Hypertension.

4. BPH.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, and PSA will see what the level is. I prescribed him Casodex 15 g daily and he is willing to go ahead with the Lupron shots so we will get it preauthorized and go from there.
