Face-to-face evaluation took place at 5:30 p.m. on 08/28/2024 at the presence of Ms. Harris, the patient’s caregiver.
This is a 61-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with parkinsonism and Lewy body dementia. Her Lewy body dementia causes her hallucination both auditory and visual. She is total ADL dependent. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has lost weight. She eats very little. When she does eat, she has trouble with aspiration. Also, she has issues with hallucination as was mentioned especially at nighttime.

She is able to still walk to be able to smoke because she wants to go outside to smoke, but has to have someone accompany her because she is at a high risk of fall.

She has COPD. Her O2 sat is labile. It is right at 89% and has wheezes that require nebulizer treatment.

Her other comorbidities include weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, COPD, hypoxemia, symptoms of aspiration, and wheezing with possibly chronic aspiration predisposing her to pneumonia.

The patient has had a history of urinary tract infections in the past which is usually the main cause of demise in these folks either with a urinary tract infection or aspiration pneumonia that causes their death. Overall prognosis remains quite poor and remains hospice appropriate.
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
