This is an 83-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia.

The patient continues to have ADL dependency (total), bowel and bladder incontinence, and she is definitely bedbound.

She is having issues with agitation and sundowner’s syndrome in the evening.

Her KPS score is at 40%. She is eating less. She has child-like appetite. She has protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss.

She requires to be turned to keep from developing ulcerations at the bony prominences.

She also has issues with aspiration and decreased mentation which is part of her Alzheimer’s dementia and is unavoidable, so is her weight loss and the fact that she has lost the ability to assimilate. She also suffers from metabolic encephalopathy, stage III renal insufficiency, urinary tract infection which is the hallmark of the patients with endstage Alzheimer’s dementia and usually their cause of demise, most likely has less than six months to live and is very much hospice appropriate.
