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1. LJ, a 49-year-old lady with vaginal discomfort, vaginitis/candidiasis, treated with Diflucan in the emergency room. She said “Dr. English was great.”
2. LH, a 23-month-old baby with tinea capitis, treated and released. Mother was very happy with the care received.
3. AW, a 14-year-old young lady with headache and stuffy nose. Swab test negative. Workup complete. Treated with Amoxil, doing better. Mother stated “Dr. English was great.”
4. MW, a 20-year-old with vaginal odor. Pregnancy negative. Urinalysis negative. Diagnosed with vaginosis. Treated with Flagyl. Left message for the patient to call me back.
5. LT, a 50-year-old woman with stomach issues and pain. This has been going on for years, but they thought Dr. English was “fabulous” and listened to everything that they said. They are scheduled for EGD tomorrow and they are happy with the care received, but she is still having dry heaving and still very sick. They do not know the cause of it; again, that has been going on for a year now.
6. YM, a 52-year-old woman seen with chest pain, cough, congestion, and high blood pressure. The patient’s workup was negative including CT of the chest and abdomen in face of abdominal pain. Cardiac workup negative. EKG was negative. The patient was diagnosed with bronchitis, treated with Z-PAK, sent home on inhalers and cough medication. She is slowly getting better. She liked Dr. English very much.
7. MA, a 64-year-old woman seen with shortness of breath and right-sided pain. Chest x-ray, swab test, CBC within normal limits. She has been treated with antibiotic, cough medication and inhalers and shown improvement. She stated “Dr. English was perfect.”
8. AD, a 44-year-old female with left-sided neck and back pain, diagnosed with musculoskeletal pain. X-rays of the neck were negative. She was sent home with antiinflammatory. She stated “Dr. English was cool” and she is doing better.
9. IC, a 93-year-old woman with hemorrhoids, treated with Anusol-HC, non-thrombosed. No other issues or complaints. Sent home. Left message for the patient to call back.
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10. TM, a 48-year-old male with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis. Z-PAK, cough medication and inhalers were given. Slowly getting better.
11. DT, a 45-year-old woman with flu-like symptoms. Workup again appropriate. Treated with antibiotics, cough medicine and inhalers, doing better. They are all from the same family and they all liked Dr. English very much.
12. DT, a 16-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Workup including chest x-ray and swab test negative. Treated with antibiotic and inhalers and cough medicine. Slowly getting better.
13. ST, a 7-year-old young lady with flu-like symptoms. Workup negative including swab test. No chest x-ray was done and was given Amoxil. Doing better already.

14. CT, is a 50-year-old male with flu-like symptoms. Chest x-ray and swab tests were negative. Treated with antibiotic and cough medicine and inhalers, slowly improving. Liked Dr. English very much.

15. BT, a 7-year-old child with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Treated with Amoxil for otitis media, doing better.

16. MT, a 10-year-old child with flu-like symptoms, treated with antibiotics and sent home after swab tests were negative. Doing much better.

17. TT, a 5-year-old child with URI symptoms. Negative swab test. Sent home with Amoxil for pharyngitis and doing better per mother.
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
