CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough, congestion, slight sore throat and left ear pain for the past few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Chart reviewed.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Getting ready to go for a month-long cruise with her husband.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She states she recently had medications refilled with a checkup with the finding of apparent pyuria on UA, given unknown antibiotic for one day, worried that she still might have some bladder or kidney infection.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1+ tenderness to the left auricle and tragus. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Chest: 1+ tenderness to posterior, lateral, inferior rib cage. No CVA tenderness.
UA obtained in the office shows pyuria, so urine culture is obtained because of questionable urinary tract infection, pyelonephritis.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Left otitis externa, upper respiratory infection, questionable urinary tract infection and pyelonephritis.
PLAN: The patient was given antibiotics and also for respiratory infection. Requested Rocephin and dexamethasone. Given Levaquin as well as Cortisporin Otic and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed. Follow up with regular doctors for routine other medical problems.
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
