The patient came for followup appointment. Wife reports he is falling down. The patient is taking 2 mg three times a day Ativan. He is taking Remeron 30 mg every day, simvastatin 40 mg, Wellbutrin 300 mg, and Cymbalta 90 mg twice a day. He is also on omeprazole, Januvia 50 mg in the morning, Norvasc 50 mg in the morning, glyburide 5 mg in the morning, lisinopril 40 mg in the morning, metformin 1000 mg b.i.d., Tenormin 50 mg in the morning. I have explained to the wife that we have to reduce his Ativan; every 10 days, he is going to drop one dose to 50% so within one month, he will come 50% off. The patient’s wife agreed. Labs noted which are showing little bit of protein.
The patient is taking Norvasc, glyburide, lisinopril, metformin 1000 mg b.i.d. and Tenormin 50 mg. I have explained to wife that this is what he is doing. He is shuffling. His gait is shuffling. We will change his medication at this time. Support and reassurance is given. In one month, we will bring it to 50%. We will follow.
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
