HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In March 2023, the patient was in a military ship, the USS Carl Vinson.  It is aircraft carrier.  The patient was on deck.  He suddenly tripped and fell backwards.   He fell backward and hit the back of the head.  He immediately lost consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke-up, he was confused and disoriented.  He has got blurred vision.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient was bleeding profusely in the back of the head.  The patient was evaluated by medical.  The patient was put in Sick in Quarters for the next day.  The patient has continuous significant confusion and disorientation during the next day.
Since the event, the patient had significant headaches almost on an everyday basis.  He has migraines.  The patient’s memory becomes very poor.  His memory is not as good as previously.  The patient has difficulty remember task duties at work.  The patient also has insomnia symptoms.  The patient also has anxiety and panic attack symptoms.
The patient was a jet mechanic for the navy before.  However, since the incidents, the patient is not able to do that anymore.  The patient had consistent headaches almost on a daily basis.  It is affecting his job performance.  His memory is also poor.  The patient is not able to remember task duties.  The patient would make a lot of mistakes.  The patient also had significant decrease in concentration and focus because of the headaches.
