The patient follows up today for Workmen’s Compensation injury to the right third finger. Seen by orthopedist, given release to return to work, seen here as well for clearance to return to work. Okay to return to work on 09/09/24. The patient states he still has a slight discomfort in his finger, but it is minimal and does not feel like it will interfere with his work as a fireman and paramedic.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: No definite tenderness noted to the right third finger with full range of motion. Remainder of extremity exam is within normal limits. Neurovascular exam is within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Followup of right neck injury with tendon and ligament injury.

PLAN: The patient is to finish physical therapy over the next several days with full release to return to work on 09/09/24. Follow up as needed.
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
