HISTORY: This is a 7-year-old child accompanied by parents with pain to her chin. Mother stated that the child was in pool and she slipped and fell hit her chin and suffering a laceration in the process. She states child did not lose consciousness. Child did not vomit and child states she is not nauseated. She denies headaches. Denies blurred vision or double vision.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco smoke exposure.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those above, which includes she denies neck pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Child is alert, interactive, playful, and moist mucus membranes.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 129/81.

Pulse 84.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.3.
CHIN: There is a 1 cm superficial laceration on the posterior aspect of her chin. No active bleeding. 
TMJ full range of motion with no deformity. No malocclusion. No loose tooth.

HEENT: Normal.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort.

SKIN: No macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented interactive playful. Moist mucus membranes. Cranial nerves II through X are grossly normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. 1 cm chin laceration.

2. Face contusion.

PROCEDURE: Sutures, procedure was explained to the patient and parent. Parent agreed for my plan for Steri-Strips. Site was irrigated with hydrogen peroxide. There is no active bleeding.

The site edges were aligned. Laceration is approximately 1 cm. Edges came together well. Dermabond was used initially and was reinforced with tincture of benzoin and the Steri-Strips.

The patient tolerated the procedure well. There were no complications.

Mother and father were educated on what to look for and to return with child if there is any evidence of infection or child’s activities of different or she is not acting herself. She should come back to go to clinic or go to the nearest emergency room. Parents expressed understanding and said they will comply and given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. Advised about over-the-counter Tylenol and Motrin for pain.
