Ms. Flieger has been a patient under my psychiatric care exactly five years at this point. She presented with a number of anxiety complaints with panic attacks, generalized anxiety disorder in the face of severe organic pathology of her eyes. She had already had retinal surgery and now has bilateral cataracts in spite of her youthful age. She is beginning to catastrophize again by returning to school as a teacher where she functions very well, but needs some accommodations not to have her ophthalmic condition worsen. She has Sjögren’s syndrome whose main characteristic is explicitly dry eyes. I am requesting that she have portable air-conditioning in her classroom. In addition, the lesser number of teaching locations that she has to go to, the less likelihood she will run into fragrances and other allergens that could trigger off her Sjögren’s syndrome which could interfere with her ability to function as an excellent teacher. Several years ago, she missed a great deal of school and had to go out on disability due to this condition. She has restarted taking Valium 5 mg twice a day as needed and other medications may be indicated if her condition worsens. We are trying to nip it in the bud so to speak.
