The patient presents with history of persistent cough for the past month with associated choking episodes, taking a moment or two to get his breath. He states now better, occurring maybe every one or two days and with episode last night followed by hoarseness for a few minutes with resolution.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: He is attending junior college now.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: No definite rhonchi, rales, or wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Bronchitis, possible tracheal laryngitis.
PLAN: The patient was given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak with advice to follow up with his PCP for ENT referral if everything clears entirely on medications.
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
