CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with complaints of nausea today without diarrhea. She states she has been exposed to gastroenteritis from other members of the family, given Emetrol x 1 with some benefit.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She works as a receptionist at a school.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She states she had a recent pruritic rash to the lower legs without known contact allergen, treating with topical hydrocortisone 1% cream with some benefit and clearing the past two days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Minimal faint macular eruptions evident to lower extremities.
IMPRESSION: GI exposure with nausea, apparent contact dermatitis.

PLAN: The patient advised to continue hydrocortisone cream with Lubriderm topically as needed. Given prescription for Zofran. Follow up with PCP if necessary.
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
