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Urine drug screen is normal for all unauthorized substances were positive for Suboxone, which she takes as part of this program.

Medications refilled as follows: Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film one film SL t.i.d. for 30 days, #90. The patient and I had a discussion about current regimen. She said she is not prepared to go back ________ as yet. She will let us know.
