PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure or alcohol use in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient presents in no acute distress. She is awake, alert, and oriented.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft and supple without lymph node enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops appreciated.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
LABS: In office, performed an EKG which showed normal sinus rhythm.
ASSESSMENT: Angina worsening with exertion.
PLAN: EKG performed in office. Advised the patient that she needs to go to the emergency room, offered EMS. Daughter stated that the ER was less than half a mile away that she would take her. I advised her to also follow up with cardiology when she has completed the ER. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
