ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and oriented x 3. No acute distress noted.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Mild canal erythema. No bulging of the TMs. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea noted. Throat: Mild erythema with tonsillar edema. Airway is patent.

NECK: Supple with full range of motion.
RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds noted.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
LABS: Flu and strep. Flu was negative. Strep was positive.

ASSESSMENT: Positive strep pharyngitis, upper respiratory infection and cough.
