This is a 79-year-old woman currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain, history of anxiety disorder, and Alzheimer’s dementia.
The patient recently has had history of bronchitis, was treated with antibiotics responding well, does not appear to be septic and/or has pneumonia at this time. She also suffers from bowel and bladder incontinence, total ADL dependency. The group home manager, Angela, tells me that she has lost weight. She is eating less. She has lost at least 5 pounds in the past two months. Because of her protein-calorie malnutrition and the inability to assimilate, she has a stage I decubitus ulcer on her sacrum that appears to be a problem. Her eating is minimal. She has decided against PEG tube placement in the past. She shows total ADL dependency once again with a KPS score of 40%. The patient has significant lack of mentation, oriented to person only. Overall prognosis remains poor and expected to do poorly, remains hospice appropriate at this time.
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
