This is a 95-year-old woman who was recently placed at 8626 Quail Burg Ln. Nursing Facility. She has history of advanced senile dementia. She is no longer verbal. She babbles from time to time. She has significant weight loss. She weighs probably 70 pounds or less. The staff at the facility are able to just pick her up like a baby and put her in a bed while she is in a chair. She is sleeping about 18-20 hours a day. She is spoon fed. She eats very little. At one time, she required tube feeding because she refused to eat, but now they are using the tube feeding except for hydration and the family decided they just want her feed her by mouth. They realized that she is dying of her Alzheimer’s dementia. She has a KPS score of 40%, ADL depended of course, sleeping 16-18 hours a day, bowel and bladder incontinent, extremities upper and lower are contracted, she is in a fetal position. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. Everyone is surprised that she is still alive and with us because of significant decline. She moans from time to time especially at nighttime. She is very, very thin, has of course significant weight loss and has a very little muscle mass left. Oral mucosa is dry. Meets the criteria for end-stage senile degeneration of the brain and most likely has weeks to live and remains hospice appropriate and shows continued decline regarding her current status.
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
