This is a 60-year-old gentleman with severe end-stage COPD, O2 dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, decreased mentation, reduction in his MAC, KPS score of 40%. He continues to smoke. He is refusing O2 most of the time; because of that, his O2 sat is in the 80s. He is out of his Trelegy and he thinks that is the only inhaler that he needs. He refuses to use a nebulizer, he refuses to use inhaler; even though when he is talking to me, he is quite short of breath. Some of the issues stem from his schizophrenia and schizoid reactive disorder. He has significant weight loss. His son that is present today states he has lost another 5 pounds as far as he can tell; he is now in the high 130s. Continues to have air hunger, anxiety, tachycardia, cor pulmonale, weakness, and decreased mentation. He is at high risk of developing aspiration pneumonia with the fact that he is so short of breath that he cannot take a bite without aspirating, but nevertheless he refuses to use oxygen and followup ______ discussed above. Overall, prognosis is quite poor. His KPS is 40% as I said, he remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
