Mrs. Hooper is a 74-year-old woman on hospice with end-stage COPD. She is short of breath to the point that she is bedbound. She has a potty chair that she can get to from time to time, but she wears a diaper because she is bowel and bladder incontinent. She uses oxygen at 3 L. Her O2 sat with 3 L oxygen is at 90%. She is tachycardic. The patient becomes very agitated. She is able to stand up and wants to at least stand up once a day, but when she is standing up she runs out of breath. She is quite weak and she is hunched over. She is staying in bed now 24 hours a day. She is  sleeping about 16 to 18 hours a day. The caretaker, Mrs. Brown, brings her food. She states she just pokes at it. She does not eat very much. She is tachycardic. Her heart rate today was 113. The patient is wheezing at all times and requiring neb treatments every four hours per Ms. Brown. She has weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition. Her KPS score is 40%. She appears to have lost another 5 pounds in the past two months per my observation as well as Ms. Brown. Overall prognosis is poor. She continues to deteriorate as far as her end-stage COPD is concerned, has a KPS score of 40% and most likely terminal in a very short time.
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
