Heart rate of 120. He stays in bed all the time because of his shortness of breath. He requires his neb treatment at least four times a day. He is very thin. He is debilitated. He is anxious. He requires again oxygen at all times. He is short of breath at rest. His MAC is down to 16.5. His KPS is 40%. His MAC is down a whole centimeter. He has had protein-calorie malnutrition, increased confusion, decreased mentation related to his hypoperfusion. He also suffers from schizoid reaction disorder, hypertension, which is no longer an issue because of his significant weight loss. He is using his comfort care especially his morphine to deal with his shortness of breath. He states that the morphine gives him some relief. Overall prognosis is poor and KPS score is 40%. He requires help with all ADL, bowel and bladder incontinent of course.
