This is a 72-year-old black gentleman with history of congestive heart failure end-stage, history of COPD, PVD, and right-sided below-the-knee amputation. He continues to smoke. He has history of unstable angina, chest pain, history of MI, TIAs and weight loss. He has muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, and decreased appetite. He is ADL dependent (totally) and has a KPS score of 40%. He has bowel and bladder incontinence, requires O2 for his shortness of breath. He is confused, he only remembers his name now, he does not know where he lives. He is complaining of itching all over, which could be significant for possible worsening kidney function; for this reason, Periactin 4 mg will be initiated per medical director. His overall prognosis remains poor and continues to decline given his end-stage heart disease, cardiac cachexia and his severe COPD and tobacco abuse, which he continues to smoke as I mentioned.
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
