The patient has continuous shortness of breath, sleep apnea, pedal edema, confusion, and decreased mentation. She has had a history of CVA. She has pedal edema because of her right-sided heart failure. She has O2 sat that is at 89% on room air today. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She still insistent trying to get up and get on the toilet that causes lot of difficulty because of her weight and because of the fact that she gets so short of breath. She is still staying in bed about 16 to 18 hours a day. With 2 L of oxygen, her O2 sat is at 92% today. She has left-sided weakness related to her CVA. The patient’s granddaughter is concerned about her worsening mental status at night. She has issues with sundowner’s syndrome controlled with medication. She is also complaining of pain, her granddaughter thinks because she stays in bed so much and takes pain medication on regular basis. She also suffers from sleep apnea. KPS score is at 40% and has had bouts of urinary tract infection requiring antibiotic treatment most recently.
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
