This 62-year-old woman is currently on hospice with end-stage COPD. She also has a history of chronic pain, weight loss, severe muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, and anxiety controlled with medication. Her KPS score is at 40%. She suffers from tardive dyskinesia and other psychiatric issues, which the patient is under treatment for at this time.
She also has hypertension. Blood pressure appears to be controlled at this time at 130/70. The rash that was noted earlier a month or two ago is now resolved. Blood sugars are controlled and with history of diabetes and diabetic neuropathy requiring pain medication. She had lost 10 pounds back in June and the caretaker tells me she has lost at least 3 to 4 pounds. She is at a high risk of fall, has diminished appetite. Her O2 saturation is at 89% on room air. She does not like to use oxygen, she tells me. She uses her nebulizer when she “feels like it”. She has required numerous treatments with Medrol Dosepak and steroids because of her worsening COPD. KPS score is 40%. Overall prognosis remains poor, on hospice.
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
