KPS score is 40%. She uses her O2 on a p.r.n. basis at 3 L. She does have slight pedal edema most likely related to cor pulmonale. Her O2 sat right now is at 89% without oxygen. She has difficulty with movement as far as getting up and walking around the house. She wears a diaper, but she also likes to use the bathroom, but sometimes, she states she has an accident because she has a hard time getting to the bathroom. She has overall debility and weakness and decreased appetite associated with weight loss.
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
