Ms. Lemon is currently on hospice with history of COPD. She is a thin, black woman who appeared to be short of breath at the time of evaluation. Her O2 sat is stable on room air at this time at 95% and her pulse is 100. Ms. Lemon also suffers from hyperlipidemia, diabetes, hypertension and diabetic neuropathy. The patient is on lisinopril to control her blood pressure which appears to be controlled. She complains of left leg pain, also has chronic anemia, debilitation, help with ADL required, sleeping and staying in bed 12 to 16 hours a day now. She has had a history of respiratory failure. Her KPS score is 40%. She is currently on 2.5 L of oxygen that she uses on a p.r.n. basis. Her O2 sat has a tendency to drop with any type of activity. She also has decreased appetite and history of low albumin most likely related to diabetes and proteinuria. She requires Norco for left leg pain. She has had a history of DVT in the left leg and has chronic pain in the left leg and appears to be larger in size most likely because of venous insufficiency and history of previous DVT, but there is no redness or heat consistent with acute DVT at this time. The patient’s KPS score is 40%, requires help with the ADL.
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
