Mr. Felder is a 68-year-old gentleman who was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. He is currently on hospice with end-stage COPD. He also suffers from congestive heart failure, cor pulmonale, right-sided heart failure and debility and weakness. Because of his CHF, he has edema of the lower extremity. His blood pressure appears to be partially controlled with a blood pressure of 160/80 at this time. He does have a provider who helps with ADL on regular basis. He has had decreased mentation because of hypoperfusion most likely. He has issues with incontinence, wears adult diaper and requires help with ADL as was mentioned. He has a KPS score of 40%. He complains of pain in the right leg because of the previous gunshot wound. He also has shortness of breath, weakness, tiredness, related to his COPD/CHF and anxiety related to his medical condition. The patient continues to be at high risk of fall. He is able to ambulate with the help of others present. He has had one fall in the past month, but has refused walker and/or a cane in the past. His caretaker tells me that he is eating less, his KPS score is 40% and at times, has had issues with depression related to his pain and his gunshot wound, but has refused treatment for depression in the past.
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
