This is a 68-year-old gentleman, originally from Louisiana, on hospice with prostate cancer. He is quite thin. He is in pain. He has had prostatectomy and radiation in the past. He has issues with anxiety. He does not understand why he keeps losing weight despite the fact that he appears to be eating. He likes to eat ice cream and sweet things and he thinks with that, he should start gaining weight.
I explained to him that his weight loss is related to his advanced prostate cancer with bony metastasis. He is also short of breath. His O2 sat is diminished at 79%. He is refusing oxygen. His overall prognosis is quite poor. His KPS score is 20%. He appears to have lost more weight. He is weak. He is at a high risk of falls. He lives by himself. He was told that he is not a candidate for chemoradiation therapy; hence the reason for hospice placement. He is a heavy smoker; hence the reason for the O2 sat at 79%. His heart rate is 100 and tachycardic related to his pain, his COPD, and most likely cor pulmonale. His overall prognosis is quite poor given his advanced prostate cancer. 
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
