PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is in no acute distress. He is awake, alert, and oriented x 3.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Diffuse papules on back of the neck and left posterior shoulder area.
ASSESSMENT: Contact dermatitis.

PLAN: Steroid shot in the office. Advised to continue on the Benadryl as needed. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
