PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress. He is alert and oriented x3.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Headache.

PLAN: Advised mother that she can give the child Tylenol, but make sure he does go to school, but not use this as an excuse to come to the doctor’s office because he cannot go to school and he needs to go to school, if he has any changes in vision that he needs go to an optometrist and if his headaches are excruciating that he needs followup in the emergency room. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
