HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with a rash and itch on her right shoulder from being stung by an unknown insect. She has been putting menthol cream on it with recommendation from her mother and this decreased the redness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADHD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy and left eye.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or tobacco use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft and supple.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Within normal limits except for 3 cm round irregular border patch on a right hip with a raised papule in the middle with mild erythema noted.

ASSESSMENT: Insect bite and hives.

PLAN: We will provide hydrocortisone cream for itch and advised the patient on cleaning techniques and to continue taking Benadryl at home. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
