HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with pain when taking a deep breath in. He states he was at work and was working with a new chemical and was not wearing the mask and he had a burn. This happened two days ago. He was seen by EMS at the site and released to work and was advised to take nonsteroidal antiinflammatories and he had not done that yet. No difficulty breathing. No shortness of breath. He has just pain with inhalation. No lightheadedness. No dizziness. No chest pain. No left arm pain. No diaphoresis.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety and depression.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or tobacco use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress noted. He is alert and oriented x 3.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Inhalation burn.
PLAN: I will treat with dexamethasone and advised to get on nonsteroidal antiinflammatory for discomfort and given him a work note. Advised that if he ever has chest pain, shortness of breath, diaphoresis, left arm numbness, tingling, or shooting pain that he needs to report to the emergency room. The patient understood instructions. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
