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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old white female that has a long history of diabetes mellitus; she is a type I. The patient has chronic kidney disease stage II. In the laboratory workup that was recently done, the patient has _______ 0.94 mg/dL, the BUN is 30, the estimated GFR is 63, serum electrolytes are within normal limits, albumin is 3.7, liver function tests within normal limits. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 120 mg/g of creatinine, which is within normal limits.

2. Hemoglobin A1c is 7.4, which is for a type I diabetic that has multiple years of diabetes is acceptable.

3. Hypertension that is under control.

4. Mixed hyperlipidemia. The patient has cholesterol of 155, HDL 73, triglycerides 118, and LDL 62. The patient is in a stable condition. We are going reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
