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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 68-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of cardiac arrhythmias. The patient has been evaluated and seen by Dr. Win and she has been treated with the administration of metoprolol with success. The dose has to be cut down from 25 to 12.5 mg because of the presence of hypotension. However, whenever she does not take the metoprolol, she develops PACs that are rather frequent. For the most part, she is asymptomatic.

2. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is mixed hyperlipidemia, has been treated with the administration of atorvastatin that she is taking a couple of times a day. With a laboratory workup, we know that she has a total cholesterol of 198, the LDL cholesterol is 115, the triglycerides are within normal limits. The recommendation is to increase to three times a week. She does not take the medication on daily basis because of the muscle pains.

3. The patient had osteoarthritis especially in the right shoulder. She has been taking home remedies and she states that she has been much better. She is in stable condition. We are going to give her an appointment to see us in six months with laboratory workup.
